SEEING CHRIST CLEARLY  
 We start today looking through the portals of Jerusalem, seeing crowds of 
people, cheering and waving palm branches in the air. The whole atmosphere is 
one of joy, triumph, and celebration. We can get distracted or enthralled by the 
scene, and not see clearly the features of Jesus as he enters. But our readings 
from Isaiah and Paulôs letter to the Philippians clarify his features for us. He is 
the Suffering Servant, meek and mute before his captors and persecutors; he is 
the very image of the unseen God, yet will not clutch at equality with God be-
fore he endures his final confrontation in humility. Isaiah and Paul help us 
ñbehold the Lamb of Godò before we hear the story of his final and greatest 
confrontation. It is important that we see Christ clearly before we hear the ac-
count of his passion, for weðhis Body through baptism, the churchðnow bear 
his face. We must, with him, enter into this time of trial so we can, also with 
him, enter into his final triumph.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION  

 Now we have come to the center of the Christian year, beginning with today, Passion Sunday, Holy Week, and 

culminating in the Pasch, the Sacred Triduum. Some have called the culminating event in this weekôs journey of faith 

ñThe Three Days of Easter.ò The origins of many of our observances, including todayôs blessing of palms and solemn 

entry into the church, hearken back to old Jerusalem. 

 In the late fourth century, a woman living a consecrated life in southern France made a four-year pilgrimage to 

Jerusalem. There, she encountered the rich liturgies of the city, bursting with Christians. She was a keen observer, 

and fortunately for us wrote vivid letters of her experience to a circle of women friends she calls her sisters. By the 

time of her journey, it is clear that even some catechumens were undertaking the dangerous journey so that they 

could be formed at the very site of the events of Christôs passion and rising. At the heart of the pilgrim experience 

were processions, such as todayôs joyous procession to the Mount of Olives, and brilliant catechesis from the bishop 

every day, as well as intense fasting and prayer. When you resolve to keep this week holy in your own life, and 

especially when you commit to participate in the full Triduum with worship in church and fasting at home, a very 

ancient tradition is within your grasp.

Palm Sunday 

Matthew 26:14 - 27:66 

ñWhere do you want us to prepare for you to eat the Passover?ò 

Passover is a solemn memorial of the Angel of Death ñpassing overò the first 

born males of the Jews in Egypt.  While sharing Passover with his disciples 

Jesus declares that one of them will betray him.  We learn Judas has made a 

bargain to hand Jesus over to the Jewish leaders.  The name Judas has since 

been synonymous with ñtraitorò and there are many theories about his 

motive.  Did Jesus fail to live up to his expectations?  Did he misjudge the 

intentions of the Jewish leaders to eliminate Jesus?  Was he trying to push Jesus 

to become a political and military Messiah?  From the Passover meal with his 

disciples Jesus goes to the Garden where, in agony, he accepts the events that 

will not pass over him.  He is painfully aware that he will suffer the 

consequences of exposing the silly, stupid, senseless and sinful conditions of 

his day and challenging the acts of political and religious leaders.  What are our 

expectations of Jesus?  Do we betray or abandon Jesus when we think he has 

failed to meet our expectations?

Beginning with processing with Palms on Sunday; on 
Wednesday, there a beautiful and haunting service, 
known as the Tenebrae,  meaning "shadows," which 
prepares us for the Triduum, with song and scripture; 
the Rituals of Holy Thursday:  the washing of the feet, 
the carrying up of the Holy Oils, the stripping of the 
altar; the uniqueness of Good Friday: It is the only day 
Jesus is not in the Church in the Eucharist, until time 
for the Communion service. There is no Mass said 
anywhere in the Catholic Church on Good Friday; The 
Veneration of the Cross at that service is open to all 
persons, and is a rare time of personal devotion 
expressed in a liturgy; and Easter Vigil, the pinnacle 
celebration of the Church Year, and is a lush 
celebration of joy and new life, beginning with the 
Easter Fire. Easter morning is beauty, light, and life,
